Genesis 1:27 

• So, God created man in His own image; in the image of God. He created him; male and 
female He created them. 
 

1 Kings 14:22-26 
• 22 Now Judah did evil in the sight of the Lord, and they provoked Him to jealousy with 

their sins which they commiAed, more than all that their fathers had done. 23 For they 
also built for themselves high   places, sacred pillars, and wooden images on every high 
hill and under every green tree. 24 And there were also perverted persons in the land. 
They did according to all the abominaEons of the naEons which the Lord had cast out 
before the children of Israel. 

• 25 It happened in the fiHh year of King Rehoboam that Shishak king of Egypt came up 
against Jerusalem. 26 And he took away the treasures of the house of the Lord and the 
treasures of the king’s house; he took away everything. 

 
1 Kings 15:12 

• Asa Reigns in Judah 
• Asa did what was right in the eyes of the LORD 

• he banished the perverted persons from the land 
• Perverted is translated from a word meaning men homosexuals 

and female prosEtutes. 
 
1 Kings 23 

• Josiah restores order, removes Baal and among other things: 
• 7 Then he tore down the ritual booths of the perverted persons that were in the house 

of the Lord, where the women wove hangings for the wooden image. 
 
LeviHcus 18:22 

• You shall not lie with a male as with a woman. It is an abominaEon. Nor shall you mate 
with any animal, to defile yourself with it. Nor shall any woman stand before an animal 
to mate with it. It is perversion.

New Testament 
Romans 1:18-23 
God’s Wrath on Unrighteousness 
 

• For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and 
unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, because what may 
be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them. For since the 
creaEon of the world His invisible aAributes are clearly seen, being understood by the 
things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without 
excuse, because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were 
thankful, but became fuEle in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. 
Professing to be wise, they became fools, and changed the glory of the incorrupEble 
God into an image made like corrupEble man—and birds and four-footed animals and 
creeping things. 

 
1 Corinthians 6:9-11 

•  9Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be 
deceived. Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor 
sodomites, 10 nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extorEoners will 
inherit the kingdom of God. 11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, but 
you were sancHfied, but you were jusHfied in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the 
Spirit of our God. 

 
1 Timothy 1:8 

• But we know that the law is good if one uses it lawfully, knowing this: that the law is not 
made for a righteous person, but for the lawless and insubordinate, for the ungodly and 
for sinners, for the unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of 
mothers, for manslayers, for fornicators, for sodomites, for kidnappers, for liars, for 
perjurers, and if there is any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine, according to 
the glorious gospel of the blessed God which was commiAed to my trust. 

 
  



Romans 1:21-32 
21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but 
became vain in their imaginaEons, and their foolish heart was darkened. 
22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, 
23 And changed the glory of the uncorrupEble God into an image made like to corrupEble man, 
and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. 
24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to 
dishonour their own bodies between themselves: 
25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than 
the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen. 
26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affecEons: for even their women did change the 
natural use into that which is against nature: 
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one 
toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves 
that recompence of their error which was meet. 
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a 
reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 
29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornicaEon, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; 
full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 
30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to 
parents, 
31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affecEon, implacable, unmerciful: 
32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, 
not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them. 
 
Hebrews 13:4 

• Marriage is honorable among all, and the bed undefiled; but fornicators and adulterers 
God will judge. 

 
Jude 1:7 

• 7 as Sodom and Gomorrah, and the ciEes around them in a similar manner to these, 
having given themselves over to sexual immorality and gone aHer strange flesh, are set 
forth as an example, suffering the [a]vengeance of eternal fire. 

 
RevelaHon 21:8 

• 8 But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, 
idolaters, and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and 
brimstone, which is the second death.”
